KCC Daily Devotion
Monday: People matter. Not because of what they bring to the table, but
because God made them. Every person you pass today...every cashier,
coworker, stranger is someone Jesus died for. That changes everything. Luke
19:10 (CSB): “For the Son of Man has come to seek and to save the lost.” If
Jesus came searching... we shouldn’t be avoiding. We’re not just passing
people, we’re passing purpose. Lord, open my eyes today. Help me see people
the way You see them... worth loving, worth noticing. In Jesus’ name, amen.
Tuesday: It’s easy to love “our people”... our circle, our comfort zone. But
Jesus didn’t stay comfortable...He crossed lines, broke barriers, and met
people right where they were. John 4 reminds us how He went out of His way
for a Samaritan woman. You never know what one conversation can do. One
invite. One moment. God, push me beyond comfort today. Help me love people
I wouldn’t normally reach. Use me to make a difference. In Jesus name, amen.
Wednesday: People aren’t interruptions... they’re the assignment. We often
say, “l don’t have time,” but what if that’s the moment God set up? Jesus was
constantly interrupted... and constantly compassionate. Matthew 9:36 (CSB):
“When he saw the crowds, he felt compassion...” He didn’t rush past people...
He stopped for them. Maybe we need to slow down long enough to care. Lord,
interrupt my schedule if it means reaching someone. Help me slow down and
love well. Help me get out my own head and own way. Through Jesus, amen.
Thursday: Lost people matter deeply to God. So much so that heaven throws a
party when one is found. Luke 15:7 (CSB): “...there will be more joy in heaven
over one sinner who repents...” One. Not thousands. Not crowds. One. That
means the “one” in your life matters. That friend. That family member. That
coworker. Don’t give up on them. God, put one person on my heart today. Help
me love them, pray for them, and point them to You. In Jesus name, amen.
Friday: The Great Commission isn’t a suggestion—it’s our mission. Matthew
28:19 (CSB): “Go, therefore, and make disciples...” Not sit. Not wait. Go.
Followers who make followers...that’s the plan. That’s how the Gospel spreads.
You don’t have to have all the answers... you just have to be willing. Tell your
story. Share your faith. Invite someone in. Lord, give me boldness today. Help
me step out and speak up. Use my life to lead someone closer to You. Thank
You for the one(s) who lead me to You. Help me be that person to someone
else. May Heaven explode as we reach just One more. In Jesus name, amen..
Saturday: If people matter to God... they should matter to us. Period. Not just
in words, but in action. Love isn’t just something we feel, it’s something we do.
1 John 3:18 (CSB): “Let us not love in word or speech, but in action and in
truth.” This is how we live mission-minded; loving intentionally, serving
consistently, pointing people to Jesus daily. Let’s be the kind of people who
make people feel seen. Father, help me live this out. Let my love be real, active,
and Christ-centered. Explode KCC as we reach out. In Jesus name, amen.
